About our speakers

Conrad Mwanza is the founder of Zimbabwe Achievers Awards, a platform that celebrates and recognises Zimbabweans around the world who are making positive contributions in the communities they live in. Conrad is also a publisher of Zim Abroad Magazine, a progressive, non-partisan and apolitical publication which features Zimbabwean communities abroad. 

Pat Brickhill is the Secretary (Minutes and Correspondence) of the Britain Zimbabwe Society. Pat has a lifelong connection with books. Together with Paul Brickhill she was co-founder of Grassroots Books which later became the celebrated Book Café in Harare. After working as co-ordinator on the Journal for Social Development and the Women Artists Diary, she was Events Coordinator for the Zimbabwe International Book Fair. During her time in the UK Pat has worked on the memoirs of two Zimbabwean women, Diana Mitchell and Stella Madzimbamuto and has had four stories published in anthologies in Zimbabwe, first by Weaver Press and most recently by amaBooks. Although currently living in the UK, Zimbabwe remains her home and her inspiration. 

Patricia Chinyoka was born and raised in Zimbabwe where she enjoyed living in a multi-cultural and faith family. She is an Open University Psychology graduate and has a London Metropolitan University MA in Human Resources and Employment. Patricia is a highly experienced and dedicated diversity practitioner with a wealth of experience working across a varied portfolio of organisations both public and private. She advises organisations on the creation of diversity and inclusion goals and objectives as well as offering pragmatic advice on key D&I issues. In her role as Diversity Adviser at Business in the Community, Patricia has led on large projects such as the mentoring circles programme which focuses on supporting the career development aspirations of employees from ethnic minority backgrounds. She leads on the BITC’s BAME Network Chairs Masterclass events, a hub for learning, sharing best practice and upskilling. She also founded the Cultural Awareness Network, the charity’s first ethnic employee network. Patricia founded and runs a small charity, Care for Someone, which works in Zimbabwe supporting children from disadvantaged backgrounds in accessing education. Patricia is a human rights activist and served as a Commissioner on the Independent Commission for Enforced Removals for Citizens UK charity. 

Pelagia Nyamayaro is a Zimbabwean born British graduate in International Politics from Brunel University. Pelagia works as a Medical Resourcer for Pertemps Medical Professionals. She also has a background in volunteering and community engagement. Her experience includes: researching the legacy of the trans-Atlantic slave trade on the black community for Sankofa Triangle Emancipation Projects; advising and consulting on Children and Young People's Services as a member of Newham's Young People's Board; working on local conflict resolution in Newham for Truce2020; and providing mentorship for students in schools, at Brunel University and in the organisation Afro-Caribbean Diversity. She has participated in workshops on the European Union in Brussels and was an exchange student at the Institut d'Etudes Politiques de Rennes.
